CPR Training

The DCA organised it’s third cardiopulmonary resuscitation
(CPR) training course in February. This was led by the
Community First Responders a volunteer group covering
Duffield and Belper who are trained by the East Midlands
Ambulance Service to attend certain types of emergencies
in the area. Attendees learnt how to do CPR on an adult,
child or baby including using ‘Resuscitation Annie’ dummies.
The session included familiarisation with Automated
External Defibrillators (AED) lifesaving devices that can
give the heart an electric shock when it's diagnostics
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detect that the heart has stopped in a cardiac arrest.
25 persons attended the session with plenty of interaction
and inquisitive discussion. Thank you to the Chevin Golf
Club for providing the excellent venue.

Over the last 5 years, the Duffield Community Association
has been coordinating the provision of community
defibrillators across the village.

The DCA made a donation to the Community
First Responders and in addition presented a
‘Choking Charlie’ to them.
