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DCA Completes Local Aed Circuit
Over the last 5 years, the Duffield Community Association 
(DCA) has been coordinating the provision of community 
AEDs (Automated External Defibrillator) across the village. 

The aim being for there to be a defibrillator within 500m 
of every home in Duffield. We are delighted to have 
completed our network with the provision of a new AED at 
Duffield Service Station, funded and installed by the DCA. 
This would not have been possible without the agreement 
and co-operation of Total Energies… thank you to them 
from the village. 
The DCA has already organised three ‘Cardiopulmonary 
Resuscitation (CPR) and defibrillator awareness’ courses for 
anyone in the village. These were led by the East Midlands 
Ambulance Service Community First Responders (CFR). 
You do not need to be trained to use an AED, they are 
automated; however familiarisation and learning of related 
actions builds confidence.
The sessions introduce the CFR team and go onto to explain 
the difference between a heart attack and a cardiac arrest.  
We were shown when and how to do CPR on an adult, 
child or baby and had a go ourselves using ‘Resuscitation 
Annie’ dummies. We were also able to have a look at the 
workings of a defibrillator using a training machine. It’s not 
quite so daunting when you know what the parts are and 
what to do with them when following the voice prompt 
instructions that the defib gives you. There was plenty of 
time for questions at the end and I think we all agreed that 
it was a very worthwhile and informative session.

Lest We Forget
Last November there was a personal and poignant 
commemoration at the cemetery for those who fought and 
died for their country.
Lt Col Austin Thorp was in the Royal Engineers and his 
colleague, Lt Col Hugh Ponsonby Burnyeat was in the Royal 
Horse Artillery.  Both were walking together in Bousies, 
when they were hit by a high velocity shell, no doubt 
singled out because of their rank. They died together on 
30th October 1918.

Burnyeatt took the full force of the blast and he was 
completely obliterated - all they could find of him was half 
of his wedding ring. Austin's body was, seemingly, intact 
and he was buried at nearby Le Cateau. 
Austin was greatly revered by his men, and his story is 
recounted in a book called Pushed and the Return Push by 
"Quex" - all identities of the soldiers had to be concealed at 
the time of its publication in 1919.
